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Student Grant Project
Introduction

The Student Grant Project was initiated through Eastern Michigan University’s Nonprofit Leadership Alliance (formerly American Humanics) conjunction with the “Fundraising and Grant Writing” course in the curriculum for EMU’s nonprofit management concentration. 
The purpose of the Student Grant Project is to involve students in a hands-on demonstration of several aspects of fundraising and nonprofit management.  The Student Grant Project aims at giving a boost to capacity-building in local nonprofit organizations. It is funded by a generous grant of $5000 from the Women in Philanthropy at EMU. 
The goal of the Student Grant Project is to award $500 per agency to 10 local nonprofit organizations in Washtenaw County to build capacity in their fundraising and marketing programs. The goal of the Project is to strengthen each organization's ability to accomplish its mission.
Defining Capacity Building

Capacity building can be defined as an organization’s ability to address long-term effectiveness in all aspects of the organization, usually addressed in a strategic plan. For the Student Grant Project, the capacity building focus is on fundraising and marketing efforts that can help local nonprofits better achieve their mission by providing visibility for their programs and their fundraising efforts within the Washtenaw County community.

Examples of fundraising and marketing enhancements which a nonprofit may seek funding for include, but are not limited to:
· the purchase of marketing materials; e.g. brochures

· the cost of fundraising or marketing training for staff and/or volunteers

· the development of web-based fundraising or marketing tools

· the purchase of donor database software
Grant Process
1. Priority will be given to organization(s) in Washtenaw County.
2. Awardees will be notified March 31st, 2011.

3. We ask that grantees participate in a project survey 6 months after disbursement of funds. This survey is to determine if there was a measurable improvement to the organization’s ability to perform its mission. 
Application Process

1. Submit the organization's tax exempt letter from the IRS confirming designation as a 501-(c)-(3) charitable organization(s). 

2. Complete the application.

3. Submit all application materials by midnight Friday, March 18, 2011.
