The Detroit Science Center is a private, non-profit science museum with an annual attendance of approximately 350,000 visitors. We have been around since 1970 and have become Michigan’s premier science center. Volunteers at the Science Center function as either docents or as support service assistants. Docents are required to have at least 2 years of college science course work or be working in a science, engineering or related profession. Docents mostly work directly on the exhibit floor helping visitors understand the exhibits. However, docents also work on special projects such as being a judge for the Closing the Technology Gap in Education Award which is sponsored the Chrysler Fund and the Science Center. Support service volunteers assist with a variety of projects including special events and clerical projects like data entry and internet research. All volunteers must complete the application process, be interviewed and if accepted, participate in an orientation and at least one training. I have attached a copy of the application and a brief description of our program for you review.

Volunteering is a wonderful way for students to explore careers and to build their resume. I would love to talk to you about the possibility of your students volunteering/interning at the Science Center. I’m open to ideas about customizing our volunteer program to fit your student’s needs.
