Additional Information: 

1. In completing the coordinated program of study for the Dietetic Technology program at Owens Community 
College and the Bachelor of Science in Dietetics at EMU, as indicated on the preceding pages, course substitutions 
may be made with the guidance of the advisers at both institutions to assure that all requirements are satisfied. 
Courses indicated with an * are required for EMU’s Dietetics major. 

2. Students whose transcripts are endorsed as “Ohio Transfer Module Completed” will only be required to meet 
EMU’s three general education requirements, noted on the articulation guide and listed below. These may be 
completed at the most convenient time for the student, whether before or after admission to EMU.  

a) an approved course  in Quantitative Reasoning: [MTH 213 (or MTH 211) at OCC] 
b)  an approved course in Global Awareness or US Diversity: [DTC 358 at EMU] 
c) an approved Learning beyond the Classroom course or experience offered by EMU [DTC 451 or 471] 

To use the Ohio Transfer Module, students should request an OTM evaluation of their transcript from the 

community college Registrar’s Office. Students who do not satisfy the Ohio Transfer Module will have to 

satisfy EMU’s general education requirements as listed in the Undergraduate Catalog. (This includes two 

additional arts courses and one additional humanities course.) 

3. Only courses with a grade of “C” or better (2.0 on a 4.0 scale) will be accepted for transfer to EMU.   

4. Under this agreement, EMU will waive the 60-hour rule and require that a minimum of 39 credit hours must be 
completed at the four-year college level, with 30 hours in courses offered by EMU, 21 hours of which must be in 
the program. Of the last 30 hours completed before graduation, a minimum of 10 hours must be in courses offered 
by EMU.  A minimum of 124 credit hours, completed in-residence or accepted in transfer, is required for 
graduation.   

5. Students must meet all admission requirements at the time of admission to EMU, including submitting transcripts 
from all previously attended colleges.  

6. Students are encouraged to contact the EMU Dietetics Program Director early, before completing an admission 
application to EMU. A copy of the articulation guide should be included in the application to EMU and brought to 
all advising sessions. Copies of this agreement are available at www.emich.edu/ccr/artguide.htm. 

7. Application forms may be obtained online at www.emuonline.edu. Admission to the Dietetics program is 
limited by the availability of clinical facilities; therefore, a screening procedure is used to select the most qualified 
students.  Academic status, letters of recommendation, and a personal statement are all considered in the process.   

8. The minimum requirements for acceptance in the Dietetics professional sequence at EMU are:  
a) Completion of a minimum of 56 credit hours in program courses, 
b) A cumulative GPA of 2.75,  
c) A minimum grade of “C” in each of the following courses or the equivalent or substitute: BIOL 105, CHEM 

121/122, CHEM 270, CHEM 351, DTC 108, DTC 202, DTC 251, IHHS 260, MICR 328, PSY 101, SOCL 250, 
(SPMD 269 or ZOOL 326) and AHPR 200. 

 d) All EMU major and pre-requisite courses taken at Owens must have been completed within the last five years. 
Effective Dates:  September 1, 2008 until April 15, 2009.  This is an update of an agreement that began on April 15, 
2006. Students may follow the guide that was in place at the time they started at Owens or may choose to use a more 
current guide.  If this agreement is not renewed at the end of the effective period, students who already started the 
program will be given three additional years to be admitted to EMU under the terms of this agreement.
