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1. I have been a member of the Educational Leadership Department at Southern Illinois University Edwardsville since August 1, 2005. Other professional leadership activities have included the presidency of the International Society for Educational Biography and serving as the Executive Secretary of the Faculty for the School of Education at Southern Illinois University Edwardsville. I have also served as the chair of the Academic Affairs Committee for the School of Education. I have chaired multiple faculty searches and recently chaired the search for an Associate Dean for the School of Education.  I have recently been elected to the SIUE Faculty Senate and as the Department of Educational Leadership’s representative to the Personnel Committee for the School of Education.
4. I have enjoyed my participation in the NCPEA as well as my work with my state affiliate, the ICPEA.
