GENERAL INFORMATION
What types of apartments to you offer?
University Housing-Apartments offers one and two bedroom units, both furnished and unfurnished.
What does furnished and unfurnished mean?
Furnished apartments come with a couch, coffee table, end table, kitchen table with chairs, dressers, and a bed in the bedroom. Cornell Courts and Westview furnished apartments contain a full size bed and Brown/Munson units have twin size beds. 
Which complex is best for international students?
We recommend that international students live in Brown, Munson, or Cornell Courts, as these units are within walking distance of main campus. The Westview complex about a mile away from main campus and is best for students who have personal vehicles.  Click here to for a campus map.

Can I have a roommate?
You may have a roommate. You need indicate on your application that you want to have a roommate.  Roommates must also apply and be approved. Roommate request letters must be submitted for the process to be completed. EMU Apartments does not assign roommates
How many people can live in one apartment?
Tenants may have one roommate in Cornell, Westview, and Brown/Munson (except in Brown suites which allow four tenants to live in the apartment). Two tenants may not occupy an efficiency, studio, or small one-bedroom unit. Married couples may not have a roommate. Tenants with families may have their spouse and two dependents living with them (only in two bedroom units in Cornell and Westview). This policy is based on State Laws; no exceptions will be made. 
What types of leases are available?
Your lease can be for an academic or full year, depending upon your signing date and is renewable for as long as you are in good standing as a full-time student or faculty and staff.  Students can have short-term leases linked to completion of degree requirements with documentation. 
Are meal plans available?

What type of unit will I be placed in?
We try to place applicants in their first or second choice, as indicted in the “Apartment Preference” section of the application. Please note that this is not guaranteed; we have a limited number of efficiencies, studios, large studios in Brown and Munson and a limited number of furnished units in Cornell Courts. We give out apartments on a first-come, first-serve basis, so the sooner you apply, the better chance you have of getting an apartment. 
Once I get keys to my apartment and/or sign my lease, can I change my mind and move off-campus?
No, the act of getting keys to your apartment and/or signing your lease constitutes a legal agreement and you are responsible for the entire term of the lease and all rental charges during that time period. 
Application Process
How do I apply to live with University Housing-Apartments?
You can submit an application on-line or you can download an application packet and mail your application to us. In addition to your application, you will need to provide us a copy of your I-20 and you will also need to pay the $20 USD application fee. While we prefer that your I-20 and application fee are received before you arrive, we allow our international tenants to give us copies of their I-20 and pay their application fee when they arrive here at EMU. 
How soon should I apply?
You should submit your application as soon as you can; the sooner we know that you are attending EMU, the better we will be able to work with you to place you in an apartment. 
What happens when my application is received by the Apartments office?
When we receive your application, we check to see if you are registered for class and if there is any additional paperwork we need from you. You will be contacted via email about the status of your application. We will also use email extensively to discuss your apartment options, apartment availability, and moving-in.
How will I know if my application has been approved and what apartment I have?
All information regarding your application status and apartment will be sent to the email address you provide on your application.   Please check your email often, as use email extensively to discuss your apartment options, apartment availability, and moving-in.
Approval of Application
What is needed to approve my application?
To fully approve your application, you need to be registered full-time for classes (12 credit hour for undergrads and 6 credit hours for grads), not owe EMU any past due money, and have paid your application fee and submitted your I-20 forms.  We typically conditionally approve international students, which gives you time to get registered and take care of other obligations when you arrive. This will be discussed with you via email.
How do I know if my application is approved ?
You will be notified via email when your application is approved.




Moving-In
What does the move-in process entail?
To move-in, you are required to come to the University Housing-Apartments office during business hours (Monday through Friday, 8am to 4:30pm) to complete your move-in paperwork. This process usually takes approximately 10-15 minutes and may take up to 30 minutes during peak times. 
How can I move in if I arrive after business hours or on the weekend?
You will need to contact Office of International Students to arrange for a staff member to pick your keys up for you. You are required to come to the Apartments Office the next day or the Monday after to complete your move-in.

Do I need to bring my first month’s rental payment when I move in?
Yes, your first month’s rental payment is due at move in the form of a personal check (from a U.S. bank), money order, bank official check, or traveler’s check. We not do accept cash or credit cards payments.  If paying with traveler’s check, please be advised that we cannot make change. 
What time should I arrive at that Apartments Office to move-in?
You can move in anytime between 8am and 4:30pm, Monday through Friday.
Making Rental Payments
When is my rent due?
Rent is due on the 1st of every month. 
What forms of payment do you accept?
You can make your rental payments in the form of a personal check (from a U.S. bank), bank official check, money order, or traveler’s check. Please note that we cannot give change back if you pay with traveler’s checks.
