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The Clinical Behavioral (CB) program prepares graduates to deliver state-of-the-art, scientifically-based psychological assessments and treatments. The program emphasizes training in behavior analysis, behavior therapy, and cognitive-behavior therapy. The program is designed in accordance with the licensing laws in the state of Michigan and to be consistent with the educational requirements to become a Certified Behavior Analyst. Program graduates work with a wide range of clinical populations including children with autism, adults with traumatic brain injuries, and individuals coping with disorders such as anxiety and depression. In addition, many of our graduates go on to clinical doctoral programs across the nation.
The program closely follows the policy developed by the psychology board of licensing. Students who complete the Clinical Behavioral program should be eligible for a Michigan temporary limited license, although granting of the limited license is based on individual qualifications and not programs. The CB program is designed to accommodate both traditional as well as evening students, as all the core courses are offered in the evening. Students may choose to enroll on either a full or a part time basis, with the expectation of graduating in 2-4 years, accordingly. All students complete a 500 hour practicum experience in their final year of training in an organized healthcare setting under the direct supervision of a fully licensed psychologist.

Core courses are designed to provide students with a strong foundation in the philosophy and science of human behavior, the major theoretical and methodological underpinnings of behavioral psychology, and basic statistics. We offer clinical assessment and treatment courses in conjunction with prepracticum experiences which allow students to practice their assessment and treatment skills outside of the classroom under close supervision.

In addition, students choose five elective courses to deepen and broaden their understanding of foundational principles of the practice of behavioral psychology. Students also have the option of completing a thesis project to strengthen their research skills.

ADMISSION CRITERIA

Following are the minimum requirements for admission to the program. Enrollment is limited to 14 students each year and is becoming increasingly competitive. The application deadline for fall admission is February 15th.
Applicants must meet the academic requirements for graduate admissionand have completed a minimum of 20 semester hours in psychology. Equivalent course work will be considered.
Successful completion of a course in Statistics and an upper level course in Experimental Psychology is required. No applicant will be considered for admission until both of these course requirements have been met.
A satisfactory undergraduate GPA is required. Students are expected to have achieved at least a 3.0 on a 4.0 scale. Special consideration will be given to applicants who can show relevant experience outside of classroom activities. Grade patterns during undergraduate training and course work after graduation also will be considered.
The GRE exam is required for admission and is never waived as a condition for admission to the program. Graduate Record Examination scores with a minimum combined Verbal and Quantitative score of 1000.
Applicants must provide three acceptable letters of recommendation from employers, instructors, or others who can testify to the applicant’s suitability for the program and promise of successful completion. These letters must be submitted according to the instructions on, and accompanied by, the Letter of Reference form that if part of the program application.
Applicants must provide a description of present goals and future plans. Each applicant will be evaluated in terms of compatible needs and interests with the program as outlined in the program application
