PLACEMENT OF GRADUATES FROM EMU’s CLINICAL BEHAVIORAL PROGRAM

As clinical psychology increasingly emphasizes analysis of behavior and
behavior change, graduates from EMU’s masters program in Clinical Behavioral
Psychology are in greater demand. Graduates of the program have obtained positions
in the following settings:

COMMUNITY MENTAL HEALTH AGENCIES

Examples of titles and responsibilities of CB graduates in Community Mental
Health settings include: placement services psychologist, outpatient
psychologist, day treatment psychologist, behavioral specialist, development
center psychologist, and geriatric psychologist. Typical duties and
responsibilities include activities such as: writing behavior treatment plans,
developing goals and objectives, membership on a behavior management
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committee, training staff to carry out behavioral procedures, monitoring progress
of clients, parent training, assisting teachers with school-age agency clients,
conducting social skills and assertiveness training groups, training relaxation to
clients with severe anxiety, helping persons with mental illness remain in the
community, and developing plans to assist persons with developmental
disabilities adapt to community living.

OUTPATIENT CLINICS

Outpatient clinics typically serve specific populations and provide specialized
services. CB graduates currently work full- and part-time carrying out a wide
variety of psychological services. Examples of work responsibilities include:
providing rehabilitation and community re-entry services to brain injured
patients, providing clinical services to obese patients, helping persons with
addiction problems become more assertive, teaching parents how to set up
contracts for poorly behaved children, working in the natural home with parents
of autistic children, helping person with recent head injury, and administrative
and supervisory activities.

DEPARTMENT OF MENTAL HEALTH (DMH FACILITIES)

Former CB students now work as psychologists in many state psychiatric
hospitals and facilities for the developmentally disabled. Frequently they obtain
the grade of a Psychologist VI and earn very competitive salaries.

PRIVATE MENTAL HEALTH CONTRACT AGENCIES

CB graduates now work at independent agencies that were established by the
DMH. They provide an array of psychological services to persons with mental
illness and mental retardation who live in group homes, semi-independent living
situations, and apartment programs.

DOCTORAL PROGRAMS

Graduates have gone on to doctoral programs in applied behavior analysis and
clinical behavior therapy. Some students have been admitted to our EMU PhD
program, but as that program becomes increasingly competitive (and APA-
accredited), we expect most of our CB students with doctoral aspirations to
continue their studies elsewhere.

PROGRAM OVERVIEW

The program integrates basic scientific/behavioral courses with a clinical
sequence that includes prepracticum training. The philosophical foundation of the
behavioral approach, essential to clinical behavioral practice, is covered in PSY 620:
Learning and PSY 623/651 Experimental Analysis of Behavior.

The clinical sequence progresses from PSY 619/641 Behavioral Assessment to the
first intervention course PSY 625/661 Applied Behavior Analysis, the second intervention
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course PSY 627/671 Behavior Therapy, a course in professional ethics (PSY 670), and a
course in intellectual assessment (PSY 672).

COURSE DESCRIPTIONS?

PSY 619%/641 Behavioral Assessment/prepracticum

Behavioral approach to clinical measurement using standardized and behavioral observation
techniques. Methods for measuring and analyzing behavior in applied settings. Two hours of
field work are required each week. Prerequisites: Department permission.

PSY 620* Learning

Research methods, experimental findings and theories of learning. Prerequisites: Twenty hours in
psychology, including 301 Introductory Experimental Psychology or equivalent and
departmental permission.

PSY 623*/651 Experimental Analysis of Behavior/prepracticum

The principles, parameters and application of respondent and operant conditioning. Lecture and
laboratory. Research that involves the experimental analysis of behavior will be conducted two
hours each week in a laboratory or field setting.

PSY 625*/661 Behavior Change Methods I/prepracticum

Behavioral theory and research relating to issues, techniques, and implementation of clinical
applied behavior analysis. Single case work with persons interested in changing unwanted
behaviors will be carried out for two hours each week. Prerequisites: PSY 619 and PSY 620 or
PSY 623.

PSY 627%/671 Behavior Change Methods Il/prepracticum

The study of the application of behavioral analysis and behavior therapy in individual and group
clinical settings. Casework will be conducted in a setting that will permit clinical application of
behavior therapy or behavior analysis. The course requires two hours of field work each week.
Prerequisites: PSY 619 and 620

PSY 628/631 Behavioral Intervention with Children and Families/prepracticum

Covers empirical, conceptual, and practical issues related to the development and
implementation of clinical behavioral treatment strategies as applied to behavior problems
encountered in children and family systems. Methods for measuring and analyzing behavior will
be carried out in an applied setting. Two hours of fieldwork are required each week.

PSY 630/621 Behavioral Medicine/prepracticum

Study of the application of behavioral science theory, principles, and methods to understanding
health and illness and to prevention, diagnosis, treatment, rehabilitation and health care
delivery. Students rehearse behavioral assessment and intervention skills applied to problems
associated with medical treatment, illness prevention, and coping with secondary effects of
medical conditions and treatment.

PSY 670 Scientific and Professional Ethics

Guidelines and commonly shared ethical principles for psychologists, as well as specific to
behavioral issues, taught through case study, lecture and discussion. The importance of following
ethical guidelines and consequences for noncompliance are stressed. Prerequisite: Admitted to
Clinical Behavioral program or by permission.

PSY 683/PSY 684 Field Practicum with Seminar I and II

Students will participate in an organized health care setting for at least 500 clock hours. The
practicum is supervised by a licensed psychologist on a regular continuous and scheduled basis.
Prerequisites: Three prepracticum courses

PSY 685 Thesis Development

Methods of generating and designing research are taught. Thesis proposal developed.

RECOMMENDED CREDIT HOURS FOR FULL AND PART-TIME STUDENTS

You must take three prepractica (PSY 641, 651, 661, 671) before you can commence field practicum courses. You should discuss a
possible practicum site with the CB Practicum Coordinator at the end of your first year. Field practica are not offered during the
Spring/Summer semesters, but, if you have already completed PSY 683 or PSY 684 you may work at a practicum site between April
and August. You may complete up to 100 field practicum hours over the summer.
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As a rule of thumb, you can estimate that reading and preparation for each core
course requires at least 8 hours per week. In addition, pre-prepracticum corequisites
require an estimated 3-4 hours per week for preparation and implementation.
Guidelines for the number of courses you should take, given the number of hours you
work, are as follows:

Hours working per week Credit hours

20 hours or less 11-12
20-30 hours 8-10
30-40 hours 6-8

40+ hours 4-5

DEVELOPING YOUR PROGRAM OF STUDY AND ASSESSING YOUR PROGRESS

Select courses based on goals you have set for yourself. For example, we would
encourage you to think of the following:

. The populations you plan on working with (e.g., children, adults, geriatric,
mentally ill, developmentally disabled, autistic, medically involved, etc.);

. The treatment settings that appeal to you (e.g., Community Mental Health,
outpatient clinics, hospitals, schools, rehabilitation centers, etc.);

. The skills and competencies in which you would like to specialize (e.g.,
relaxation training, community referral, testing and assessment, core
psychology, statistics, doctoral preparation, etc.);
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PREPRACTICUM AND PRACTICUM

You must complete three prepracticum courses before you begin your 500-hour
practicum. Hours accumulated in advance of completing the three prepracticum courses will
not be counted toward your required 500 hours. You may complete a total of 100 practicum
hours prior to the Fall term in which you enroll in PSY 683, with permission from a CB faculty
member and the program coordinator.

We recommend you complete the first 250 hours in the Fall term in conjunction
with enrollment in PSY 683 (Field Practicum and Seminar I). The second 250 hours
should be completed in the Winter term in conjunction with enrollment in PSY 684
(Field Practicum and Seminar II). Consult with a CB faculty member or the program
coordinator if you need to depart from this sequence.

SECURING A PRACTICUM PLACEMENT

You are responsible for securing your practicum placement. Consultation with
students suggests they prefer this arrangement (for obvious reasons). You should begin
exploring sites 2-4 months ahead of the time you plan to begin your placement.

We maintain files for you to examine in your search for a placement. Currently,
these files are located in the Practicum Coordinator’s office. The files contain various
kinds of information, some of which have been contributed by previous CB students
who have completed practicum hours in the settings. You should be aware that not all
practicum sites are particularly well-prepared to provide you with behavioral
supervision. The CB program does not rule out placements in such settings, but neither
do we encourage such placements.

APPLYING FOR A PLACEMENT

Once you have identified a placement of interest, contact the appropriate
practicum supervisor, usually with a vita and cover letter. Sites vary in terms of
requirements (e.g., letters of recommendation, transcripts, documentation of affiliation
agreement with EMU, and how much they know about the CB).

We will issue to the proposed site a generic Practicum Letter of
Recommendation/Clinical Placement Recommendation that briefly summarizes the clinical-
behavioral program and acknowledges your readiness for placement. Ask the
instructor responsible for your third prepracticum course to sign the letter. The letter is
required for you to begin practicum work. A signed copy of this letter must be on file
with your PSY 683 (or 684) instructor and the Practicum Coordinator.

Your cover letter to the practicum site contact person should address your
training and interests and how they match what the practicum site has to offer. Your
vita should detail all basic personal information, your educational history, and degree
programs. It should also include all behavioral health care-related experience,
volunteer work, behavioral and clinical graduate courses completed or enrolled in
currently, prepracticum courses, professional activity such as posters and presentations,
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and extracurricular activity such as for service organizations. List any awards and
honors. Finally, list professional references; CB faculty are most recommended here.

If invited for an interview, preview the site’s activities and know your vita.
Follow your interview with a post-interview letter of thanks. If you receive offers from
more than one site, notify those whom you are not accepting as soon as possible.

CB FORMS FOR PLACEMENTS
To monitor placements and protect students, the CB program has a few forms
you must complete in conjunction with your practicum.

1. Clinical Behavioral Student Practicum Information Form. Before beginning your
placement, the CB instructor who is teaching Field Practicum with Seminar in
which you are, or will be, enrolled (usually PSY 683) is responsible for having
this form on file.

2. Clinical Practicum Contract. The same instructor is responsible for having on
file for you a completed contract.

3. Practicum Progress Report. The same instructor is responsible for collecting
completed progress report forms at the end of each 125 completed hours (up
to and including 500 hours).

4. Log of Practicum Hours. Finally, attach a completed Log of Practicum Hours
with each Progress Report and, at the end of 250 and 500 completed hours,
with the completed Clinical Behavioral Program Supervision Confirmation Form.
This means you will submit 4 sets of logs: 0-125 hours (with first Practicum
Progress Report), 125-250 hours (with Clinical Behavioral Program Supervision
Confirmation Form that documents the first 250 practicum hours and is
required for PSY 683 credit), 250-375 hours (with second Practicum Progress
Report), and 375-500 hours (with Clinical Behavioral Program Supervision
Confirmation Form that documents the second half of your practicum hours
and is required for PSY 684 credit). Keep copies of your logs for your files!

OTHER ITEMS

Minimum hours per week for 500-hour practicum. There is no minimum number of
hours per week placed on the accumulation of the 500 practicum hours needed for the
TLLP. Obviously, personnel at sites may not endorse a very small number of hours per
week.

Application for Michigan licensing. For application materials, contact your advisor
or visit the Michigan.gov web site (http:;//www.michigan.gov) and enter “Psychology
Licensing” in the search engine on the site. You may also phone the Michigan licensing
board at (517) 335-0918.

Certification of Psychology Education Form. To apply for licensure, you will need to
submit a Certification of Psychology Education form. You will fill out one side (Section I)
then will forward the form to the Graduate Coordinator or to the CB Coordinator for
them to complete and send to the Board. Before giving the form to us, you should type in the
information at the top of Section 1I of the form (top of back side): Educational Institution,
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your name, dates you attended graduate program, degree and discipline (Psychology).
Supply the departmental representative to whom you forward the form with an
envelope addressed to the Board. A stamp is not necessary.

Photocopy catalog description. You will need a photocopy of the catalog description
of courses you list as meeting the assessment and treatment requirements.

Useful files for you to examine. In addition to the files for locating placements and
those with forms needed for the placement, the Program Coordinator maintains a file
that includes licensing documents and other relevant forms.

The next page contains a copy of a letter to be obtained from the instructor of
your third prepracticum course. Upon satisfactory completion of the course, the
instructor will confirm your readiness for practicum placement and will sign and date
the letter.

1. Provide a copy of the signed letter to your PSY 683 or 684 instructor. This

will document your preparedness for the 500-hour placement.

2. Use the letter as a recommendation to practicum sites.

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LICENSURE INFORMATION FOR CLINICAL BEHAVIORAL PROGRAM (CB)

Overview

Statutory provisions. The Occupational Regulations of the Michigan Public Health
Code (3/31/97) defines psychologist under Sec. 333.18201 (1), as seen below.

Sec. 18201. (1) As used in this part:

(a) “Psychologist means an individual licensed under this article to engage in the
practice of psychology.”

(b) “Practice of psychology’ means the rendering to individuals, groups,
organizations, or the public of services involving the application of principles,
methods, and procedures of understanding, predicting, and influencing behavior
for the purposes of the diagnosis, assessment related to diagnosis, prevention,
amelioration, or treatment of mental or emotional disorders, disabilities or
behavioral adjustment problems by means of psychotherapy, counseling,
behavior modification, hypnosis, biofeedback techniques, psychological tests, or
other verbal or behavioral means. The practice of psychology shall not include
the practice of medicine such as prescribing drugs, performing surgery, or
administering electro-convulsive therapy.

Section 333.18223(2), provided below, legalizes limited licenses in the state of Michigan.

“In addition to section 1-182, the board shall grant a limited license to an
individual granted a master’s degree in psychology from a regionally accredited
college, or university, or institution approved by the board, if the individual has
education, training, and experience appropriate to the practice of psychology, as
established by the board.

Except for duties performed as an employee of a governmental entity or of a
nonprofit organization serving benevolent and charitable purposes, two
limitations shall be placed on a license granted to an individual under this
subsection. The limitations shall require supervision by a psychologist who has a
license other than a limited license and shall prohibit advertising or other
representation to the public which will lead the public to believe the individual is
engaging in the practice of psychology. A limited license pursuant to subsection
shall be renewed pursuant to part 161. An individual applying for a limited
license pursuant to this subsection shall have 1 year of supervised postgraduate
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experience in an organized health care setting or other arrangement as
established by the board. The individual shall be supervised by a psychologist
who has a license other than a limited license, or if a psychologist who has a
license other than a limited license is not available, by a psychologist who has at
least a master’s degree in psychology and at least 3 years of experience in the
practice of psychology or by any other individual approved by the board. The
board shall issue a temporary license to the individual for the purpose of
obtaining the 1 year of postgraduate experience.”

Note, especially, that the Code restricts the term “psychologist” to an individual
who is licensed, by which is meant “fully licensed” and not “limited licensed.” See
Lines 6-8 of 333.18223(2). This is an example of how the American Psychological
Association is a guild.

OBTAINING A LICENSE

Upon completing the Clinical Behavioral Program, you should qualify for
licensing at the master’s level in Michigan. If you are interested in other states, check
with them. In order to apply as soon as you fulfill all requirements, obtain the
application materials from the Board close to the end of your academic program. Often
the last item is submission of the completed CB Supervision Confirmation Form to the
PSY 684 instructor. That confirms completion of 500 practicum hours. You will be
applying for a Temporary Limited License Psychologist (TLLP). The TLLP is valid for 2
years and is not renewable. To apply as a master’s level Limited License Psychologist
(LLP-Rule 7), you must obtain 2000 hours of experience in an organized health care
setting supervised by a fully licensed psychologist (LP). You have 2 years to complete
the 2000 supervised hours; these must be accumulated at not less than 16-hours per
week and not more than 40-hours per week. After you obtain the 2000 hours of
supervised experience, you apply for the LLP (Rule 7).

FEES
At the time of this writing, the application fee for the TLLP was $80.00 and the
fee for the LLP was $110.00.

ORGANIZED HEALTH CARE SETTING (REQUIRED FOR PRACTICUM)

The TLLP and LLP require supervised experience in an “organized health care
setting.” The Board of Psychology General (Administrative) Rules state:

Organized health care setting means an organized governmental entity,
nonprofit organization, or private agency, institution, or organizing engaged in the
delivery of health care services which provides an opportunity for continuous
professional interaction and collaboration with other disciplines, an opportunity to
utilize a variety of theories, and an opportunity to work with a broad range of
populations and techniques.

Supervision
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Your 500 practicum hours and 2000 hours for the LLP (Master’s Level - Rule 7) must
be “supervised by a psychologist who is [fully] licensed or eligible for licensure in
Michigan, or who is licensed or certified at the independent practice level in the state
where the practice takes place.” The Public Health Code, Sec. 333.16109(2)(a)(b)(c)
defines “supervision” as follows:

(2)  “Supervision”, except as otherwise provided in this article, means the
overseeing of or participation in the work of another individual by a health
professional licensed under this article in circumstances where at least all of
the following conditions exist:

(@  The continuous availability of direct communication in person or by
radio, telephone, or telecommunication between the supervised
individual and a licensed health professional.

(b)  The availability of a licensed health professional on a regularly
scheduled basis to review the practice of the supervised individual, to
provide consultation to the supervised individual, to review records,
and to further educate the supervised individual in the performance of
the individual’s functions.

(c)  The provision by the licensed supervising health professional of
predetermined procedures and drug protocol.

Although not stated here, the Board expects regular weekly face-to-face meetings
with the supervisor. We recommend a minimum of a 50-minute meeting for every 20
hours of practicum work.

Education, Training, and Experience Requirements for TLLP and LLP

The following is Rule 338.2507(b) of the Board of Psychology General
(Administrative) Rules. Note the “75 percent rule” and the requirement for at least one
course in assessment and one in treatment. Rule 338.2507(b) was used to develop the CB
curriculum.

(b)  Individuals who apply for licensure pursuant to section 18223(3) of the
code and who are not eligible pursuant to subdivision (a) of this sub rule shall meet the
following education, training, and experience requirements:

(i) Education. Applicants for a limited license shall have earned a master’s
degree from an institution which meets the standards provided in R 338.2511(3), which
degree shall satisfy the following requirements:

(A) The degree shall be an integrated, organized sequence of study, which
includes at least 1 course in assessment and 1 course in treatment.

(B)  Seventy-five percent of the hours of the require course work shall
be primarily psychological in content. The thesis and practicum are
excluded from what is considered course work. The board may
require the applicant to provide such material as it deems
necessary to demonstrate the psychological content of a course. To
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(iii)

be deemed psychological in content, a course shall satisfy at least 1

of the following criteria:

(1)  Course work: The material taught is psychological.

(2)  Psychology department: The course is taught in a
psychology department.

Training. An applicant shall have participated in a practicum, which

complies with the following;:

(A)  The practicum should be an integrated part of the master’s degree
program; however, a post degree practicum may be recognized by
the board if such a practicum is through an institution which meets
the standards adopted in rule 11(3) and for which academic
graduate credit is obtained. The practicum shall also meet the other
requirements set forth in this paragraph.

(B)  The practicum requires not less than 500 clock hours of
psychological work.

(C)  The applicant is supervised by a psychologist who is licensed or
eligible for licensure in Michigan, or who is licensed or certified at
the independent practice level in the state where the practicum
takes place.

Experience. Individuals applying after September 30, 1980, in addition to

the requirements of paragraphs (i) and (ii) of this subdivision, shall have

acquired 1 year of post-master’s experience in the practice of psychology.

To acquire the experience, the applicant shall obtain a temporary limited

license for post-master’s degree experience as provided in R 338.2507a.

The experience shall comply with all of the following requirements:

(A)  The experience shall constitute not less than 2,000 clock hours.

(B)  The experience shall be accumulated at not less than 16 hours per
week nor more than 40 hours per week.

(C)  The applicant shall function as a psychologist using generally
accepted applications of psychological knowledge and techniques
acquired during the applicant’s education and training.

(D)  The experience shall be acquired in an organized health care
setting, as defined in R 338.2501(1)(b), or other arrangement
receiving approval by the board.

(E)  The applicant shall be supervised by a psychologist who is licensed
in Michigan, eligible for licensure in Michigan, or who is licensed
or certified at the independent practice level in the state where the
experience is obtained.

(F)  If a psychologist described in subparagraph (E) of this paragraph is
unavailable, the applicant may seek the approval of the board for
supervision by a limited licensed psychologist, a person who has
been granted a master’s degree I psychology and who has acquired
not less than 3 years (6,000 hours) of post-master’s experience in the
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practice of psychology, or another individual approved by the
board.
