3) What do you consider some of your greatest personal, professional, and/or
academic achievements to date?

4) What do you consider your strengths and talents as a social worker?

5) Describe in one paragraph the extent of your financial needs and how you are
attempting to manage them.

II. Attach copy of your latest Progress Report or EMU transcript (it does not have to be
an official transcript) with your grades up to and including last semester.
