educational experience. 
 
EVALUATION CRITERIA: 
¥ Students should show through their application materials their academic excellence and the value of the 

Symposium experience. 
¥ Applications will be reviewed by a sub-committee of the Symposium Planning Committee. 
 

 
Awards will be applied to recipients’ student accounts upon verification of undergraduate enrollment 
(minimum 12 credit hours during fall 2008 and/or winter 2009) meeting the eligibility requirements of 
the scholarship.  The Office of Financial Aid will determine if any adjustments are needed to 
previously offered student loans as a result of this award.
