JPNE 211-00 Intermediate Japanese I
Mon.-Fri. / Alexander 210


Teaching Format:  

Team teaching with two instructors.  Tsuda sensei is the main instructor. She will take care of student advising and keep your academic records.  Harada sensei will meet with you only Thursdays and Fridays.  

Goals of the course:

This course builds on JPNE 121 & 122 and aims to continue developing Japanese proficiency, cultural understanding and appropriate communication strategies at the elementary level.

Functional Goals include:

Upon successful completion of this course, you should be able to:

 (1) Read and write about 150 Kanji characters (new kanji characters are about 60);

 (2) Describe activities using all forms (past/present & short/long forms of verbs, adjs & nouns);

 (3) Describe people/things by qualifying nouns with verbs & adjectives;

 (4) Compare things;

 (5) Describe your desire & plans;

 (6) Tell/ask activities happened or experienced already;

 (7) Use the “explanation mode of speech” (colloquial speech) instead of “reporting mode of 

       speech” that we have learned so far;

 (8) Give advice or suggestions;

 (9) Describe your symptoms at the hospital; 

 (10) Express means of transportation.

Expectations: 

(1) Preview the section of the lesson that will be covered on a particular day by listening to the Genki CD;

(2) Show us what you know about Japanese in class (grammar, vocabulary, etc.); and

(3) Show us what you CAN DO in Japanese in class by means of responding to the instructor’s questions (drill practice) and interacting with your classmates in Japanese in role-playing.

Making up missed classes: 

If you know when you will be absent, we would appreciate it if you could tell us in advance.  Students who have missed classes must contact the instructor immediately and inform the instructor for the reason of your absence.  Without a legitimate reason, no special individual make-up sessions or tests will be offered outside our office hours. If your absence is due to official business, which is supported by other professors, coaches, departments, companies, or government officials, please submit a signed letter to the instructor as soon as possible.  You are responsible for making the necessary arrangements with your instructor. Your 3 lowest vocabulary quiz marks will be discarded from our database before the final grade calculation. If you miss any tests, including oral assessments, you need to contact the instructor and make an appointment to take the test within one week.  Otherwise your grade will be severely affected.  
Submitting Your Homework: 

Please submit any homework on the due date by placing it on the instructor’s desk in the classroom before the class starts.  Late submission of homework will result in point reduction. There will be a 10% reduction on the day after the due date, 20% on the third day, 30% on the forth day, and up to 100 % reduction.  Weekends are also included as point deduction days.  For instance, if you have homework which is due on Thursday and you submitted it on the following Monday, you will receive a 40% deduction on the assignment. After receiving 100 % penalty, the assignment won’t receive any grade even if you submit it.  However, your instructor will correct it for you.　You may place your late homework into the envelope located on the door of Tsuda sensei’s office (Alexander 343) when we don’t have class.  Please don’t forget to write the DATE and TIME you submit your late homework if you use the late-homework envelope.

Classroom Manners: 
Let’s respect each other and follow the university regulations.  In addition, please DO NOT:
(1) Eat or drink during classroom instruction;

(2) Chew gum during classroom instruction;
(3) Leave classroom without consulting your instructor;

(4) Use a ballpoint pen for quizzes, exams, and homework (unless it is completely erasable);

(5) Talk in English during classroom instruction unless instructed to do so; and
(6) Sit with your legs crossed (which is considered BAD MANNERS in the classroom situation 

      as well as business situation.)

(7) Additionally, please take off your hats/caps in the classroom (unless you have a medical or a 

      religious reason to keep them on).

Class Cancellation: 
In case of sever weather conditions such as an ice storm and a snowstorm, classes maybe cancelled. In such a case, please consider that the classroom instruction scheduled for that day is done and study by yourself at home. The instructor will go over the missed part with you later. Students are required to install the Japanese font pack to their computer and must be able to type in Japanese.  The instructors will frequently send important handouts and homework assignments during the semester.  Please make sure that you will be able to read those documents, which are written in Japanese, on your computer.
Windows 95, 98, 2000 users need to install the Japanese font system called Global IME from the Windows website.  Windows XP includes files for East Asian Languages (You may need to install the files from the XP’s CD).  Check the following website for further instruction：

To International Students:
