A comment on grades:


I grade all your work numerically in order to facilitate calculation.  Your final grade percentage is calculated simply by dividing the number of points you have earned by the total number of points possible.  For your final grade, I convert the percentages to letter grades as follows:

	A=93 +

	A-=90-92
	C-=70-72

	B+=88-89
	D+=68-69

	B=83-87
	D=63-67

	B-=80-82
	D-=60-62

	C+=78-79
	E=59 or less


NOTE ON PARTICIPATION:  Obviously, you can't participate in class unless you attend.  Your presence and participation in class are essential.  Starting  January 17, three unexcused absences will be tolerated, but each subsequent unexcused absence will lower your final average by 1%.  On the other hand, 1% will be added to your final average for each allowed unexcused absence not taken, up to three points.


Examples:
3 unexcused absences = no points added or subtracted




4 unexcused absences = 1 point subtracted




2 unexcused absences = 1 point added




0 unexcused absences = 3 points added

Also note that completion of homework in the Cahier is considered participation; see point 3 below.

YOUR ONGOING ASSIGNMENT:


Before beginning a new chapter in class, you will have read through it and will have started the learning process.  You will be prepared to participate in classroom activities based on exercises in the chapter.


By the end of each chapter, you should have completed the following:  


(1) Memorize all new or unfamiliar words that you encounter as you progress through the material; this of course includes the "Vocabulaire actif" list at the beginning as well as those words which are found in the grammar sections and any of the activities or exercises; knowledge of the vocabulary will be assumed for any tests and will naturally be a great help for writing compositions and carrying on conversations; I recommend making your own flash cards for this purpose.


(2) Memorize the grammar points presented in the chapter.  This is especially important for those items that do not seem "intuitive" to you, those idiomatic, "foreign," "difficult" patterns.


(3) Prepare yourself well enough to be able to perform the written and oral exercises included in the chapter.  At times I will point out specific ones for extra attention.


(4) Complete all the pages of the Workbook/Lab Manual corresponding to the chapter under study.  Each chapter has two parts:



(a) "Activités orales":  This part corresponds to the material on the lab CD and is meant to sharpen your listening and pronunciation skills.



(b) "Activités écrites":  Here you will get to practice grammar points; simply follow directions.


The answers and scripts to the above two sections are contained in the Answer Key.  Obviously, you should do the exercices before looking at the answers!

GRADED ASSIGNMENTS FOR EACH CHAPTER:


(5) A 150 to 200-word composition—written twice:  a first draft which I will read and annotate for your correction and revision and a second, revised version of the first.  I encourage you to write using a word processor; however, you may hand in a legible handwritten copy.  In either case, please be sure to double-space your text and write its number (e.g., 6A) at the top.  Composition topics are indicated in the course schedule.
Points will be deducted for lateness.  Failure to submit the original first draft with the revised version will also result in points deducted; failure to submit a second version will result in a grade equal to 50% of that of the first draft.

(6) An oral activity presented with one or more partners and based on an exercise in the “Situations orales” section of the textbook, as indicated on the course schedule.


(7) A chapter test.  The items on the test will be taken directly from the textbook and/or the Workbook/Lab Manual.  There will also be a dictée which can be found as indicated on the course schedule  Thus, there is no reason not to get an excellent grade, since you will have already done the work and checked your answers at home!
