Course description and goals

German 221 is the first semester of a two-part Intermediate German Reading sequence that requires you to read and prepare a text for class. Yet, it stresses all four language modalities in German: speaking, listening, writing, and reading – with a special emphasis on strengthening cultural awareness. The concept of “culture” will be approached on two levels: on the one hand, in the traditional sense with an introduction to fields such as literature, music, and history, on the other hand in the sense of “everyday life.”


These goals will be met through a variety of ways: an intense grammar review, classroom and homework activities such as readings, topical discussions, targeted grammatical exercises, student reports and writing a journal in German. Films and other media forms will supplement topics and issues discussed in class and in the readings. Special emphasis will be placed on the intermediate-low/mid proficiency level of the ratings of the American Council on the Teaching of Foreign Languages.

Requirements


Learning a foreign language requires continuous and consistent preparation. For every class session, there will be homework assignments from the reading and grammar section of Kaleidoskop (K) and the Übungsbuch (Ü) including listening exercises (Hörverständnis) as defined in the syllabus. Please write the answers to the grammar exercises on a separate piece of paper, so that I can collect and look at them after class. Every second week, you have to turn in your Tagebuch (journal in a note book with at least 150 words for each of the seven entries; please add word count and number the entries 1 – 7), in which you write informally, in German, about the topics discussed in class. I will correct the Tagebuch with comments (added to syllabus) so you can write a corrected version, which will then be graded. You will also give one short presentation in class based on your selection of topics from the list of possible themes. The reports should be given in German, but NOT READ. You may use cards, but if you simply read a text to the class, this will affect your grade negatively. There will be eight vocabulary quizzes (lowest grade will automatically be dropped, no make-up for quizzes) and five chapter exams as well as an oral midterm. Tests can be made up only in the case of a documented, excused absence. Active participation in the communicative and structural activities during class sessions is vital. Never be afraid to speak German! Communication is much more important than correct grammar! 

Participate in German club activities!

Attendance

Class attendance is absolutely required! Hearing and speaking a foreign language regularly in class is an important part of the learning process. If you know in advance that you will miss a class, please notify me or contact me via email or telephone. Excused absences include: documented illness, death in immediate family, participation in university-sponsored event. Homework is due the next class session. With the 5th unexcused absence, you will automatically receive an F as grade for this course.
