Course Description and Objectives: The predominant objective of German 221 is reading about German cultures, literature, and civilization by “visiting” German speaking cities (see textbook) and deepening the knowledge of the German language. This goal is based on the Standards defined by ACTFL (American Association on the Teaching of Foreign Languages), which focus on the areas: Communication, Cultures, Comparison, Connection, and Communities (http://www.actfl.org/files/public/StandardsforFLLexecsumm_rev.pdf  ), and the foreign language proficiency guidelines as standards for assessment. 

Outcomes: After completing the course sequence 221-222 and the concommittant assignments successfully, students should reach a proficiency level of Intermediate Low to Mid of the ACTFL proficiency guidelines for reading and interpersonal, presentational, and interpretive communication.

· demonstrate a general knowledge of contemporary German culture in the target language

· analyze, interpret, discuss, and communicate the content of cultural and literary authentic texts
· communicate personal opinions on a variety of German cultural topics in both written and spoken discourse
· demonstrate a deeper knowledge of German language, its grammar, vocabulary and literature
· demonstrate transcultural knowledge through oral and written communication
Assignments and Homework: Please read and prepare pages indicated in the syllabus below. Complete the excercises in the book or a notebook! Learn new vocabulary. Submit writing excercises on due dates! Oral Presentation dates will be added to syllabus, as well as other specifics.
Assessements

Attendance (5%): This course consists of 3 regular class meetings per week.  Given the goals of the course, it is essential that you attend all classes. You are allowed 2 unexcused absences with no questions asked. Beginning with the third and each successive unexcused absence, 5% will be deducted from your final grade.  With the 5th unexcused absence you will receive an automatic E for the course. Excused absences include: documented illness, death in the immediate family, participation in a university-sponsored event, etc. If you know in advance that you will miss a class please notify me via email. 

Participation (20%): You have to practice and work daily, similar to learning to play a musical instrument to succeed in language learning. Quality participation requires strong preparation and willingness to communicate in German and be involved during class sessions in partner and group activities. Never be afraid to speak German! Communication is much more important than correct grammar!  Participate in German Club activities!
Homework Assignments (25%): You have listening, reading and writing homework assignments. You will prepare cultural information to share in class and learn new vocabulary based on the structure of the textbook. Use a marker to highlight new words in the textbook! Enter new vocabulary in a notebook and review daily! Three written homework assignments are to be completed on the days that you have no regular class session because your instructor is at conferences (Okt. 3, Okt. 24, and Nov. 21). Please submit your written homework in a word file in the dropbox of the onlince class site. 

Oral Presentations (10%): The purpose of these presentations is to measure linguistic competencies and proficiency in a presentational setting, targeting the

Intermediate Low and Intermediate-Mid levels of the ACTFL standards on speaking.  In addition, the oral presentations should incorporate newly-learned phrases and vocabulary. Throughout the semester students of this course will have the opportunity to give brief, well prepared presentations on topics from the textbook (discussed with your instructor). Prepare a handout for classmates with important vocabulary and/or prepare a PowerPointPresentation using additional information from the Internet.

Examinations (40%): There are 6 chapter tests (listening, reading, and writing) (40%) and no final examination for students who have a grade of B and higher.

German Majors and Teacher candidates: You must collect and save samples of your assignments and work (tests, quizzes, essays, reports, papers etc.) of this class for your future senior portfolio and/or electronic LifeText.
