Invitation au monde francophone: Lab Audio CDs.

This set of materials is the same as used for FRNH 121.

Description:  Four-skills approach to introductory French (speaking, listening, reading, writing). Course satisfies General Education foreign language requirement, Area I. This course requires daily practice and preparation using the textbook, the workbook, and the CDs. I suggest that you divide your preparation time into 15-30 minute blocks, working twice or three times daily. You will need to be disciplined.

Language Functions Taught in this Course:

Chapter 8. Speaking about the weather. Speaking about comings and goings. Speaking about the past. Situating an even in time.

Chapter 9. Speaking about professions and trades. Speaking about intentions, options, obligations. Speaking about things or people already mentioned. Evaluating options.

Chapter 10. Speaking about what one can buy in different shops. Speaking about purchases and sales. Giving suggestions, advice, and orders. Making comparisons.

Chapter 11. Speaking about health and sports. Speaking about daily activities. Speaking about past activities. Giving advice, suggestions, and orders.

Chapter 12. Speaking about one’s life and one’s feelings. Describing past situations and events. Speaking about a thing or a place already mentioned. Expressing negative ideas and facts.

Chapter 13. Describing clothes and appearance. Speaking about a person already mentioned. Speaking about what one is wearing. Expressing intentions and reactions.

Chapter 14. Keeping up with what is happening in the world. Speaking about the future. Speaking about possibilities. Connecting ideas.

Turn in the completed Cahier pages the day of the chapter test. The test for Chapter 14 will constitute the final exam.

Attendance: Required of all students. If more than two absences are recorded, the participation grade will be reduced in proportion to the number of absences. I believe that you cannot succeed in this class without regular attendance. I am lenient if you attend regularly; I am not inclined to be lenient at the end of the term if your attendance has been poor.

Workbook (Cahier): You will do a lot of your listening comprehension and writing outside of class using the CDs and the workbook exercises. You will get full credit for the workbook by completing all the exercises and turning them in to me the day of the Chapter Test. Corrections for the workbook exercises are supplied with the textbook package. In order to receive full credit, you must make corrections in ink or pencil of a different color from the original before handing in your work.

Présentations orales: These are brief talks that may be individual or group activities. You will do one presentation per chapter, usually using the final composition topic assigned at the end of the workbook exercises on the chapter in question. Half the class does a presentation one week, the other half the next. Sign up for group A or B, keeping in mind that you may want to work with a partner or partners.
