Course description and goals 

FRNH 221 is the first semester of a two-part Intermediate French Reading sequence that requires you to read and prepare texts for class. It stresses all four language modalities in French: speaking, listening, writing, and reading – with a special emphasis on strengthening cultural awareness. The concept of “culture” will be approached on two levels: on the one hand, in the traditional sense with an introduction to fields such as literature, and history, on the other hand in the sense of “everyday life.” In FRNH 221, culture (la civilisation) is introduced through the reading of a variety of literary texts and the reading of background materials in the textbook.

These goals will be met through a variety of ways: dictations, answering comprehension questions, translation, and discussion of the literature in class. Special emphasis will be placed on the intermediate-low/mid proficiency level of the ratings of the American Council on the Teaching of Foreign Languages.
