Assignments are from Mitlesen-Mitteilen (M-M) and German in Review (GiR). Students are responsible for the content of Chapters 1-7 of GiR as well as Chapters 1-8 of M-M.

COURSE DESCRIPTION

This course is designed to further develop your conversation, composition, and grammar skills in German by strengthening your proficiency in all four language modalities: speaking, listening, writing, and reading, in accordance with standards set by the American Council on the Teaching of Foreign Languages.

The concept of “culture” will be approached in the sense of “everyday life,” but we also consider the term in the more traditional sense by focusing on such fields as literature, history, and the arts.  

The goals of the course will be met through a variety of ways: an extensive grammar review, classroom and homework activities such as readings, topical discussions, student reports, targeted grammatical exercises, as well as written assignments on various literary, cultural and socio-historical issues inspired by the readings and discussions. We will frequently use World Wide Web resources to help achieve these goals. In addition, films and other media will supplement topics and issues discussed in class and in the readings. 

You are required to use the EMU online conferencing site Webcaucus [webcaucus.emich.edu] because updates in daily assignments will be posted there, as well as assignments which may require online participation. The Webcaucus is also used in this course as an information source for links which relate to the study of German language, literature and culture in general. KNOWLEDGE / SKILLS / OUTCOMES
After successful completion of GERN 233 you will demonstrate in a variety of ways that the goals of the course have been met.

You will . . .

-Analyze, interpret, discuss, and communicate personal opinions on a variety of German cultural topics, including short literary texts and historical events in both written and spoken discourse.

-Differentiate between formal and informal cultural situations.

-Demonstrate a deeper knowledge base of German language, vocabulary, literature, and cultures of the German-speaking world through oral and written communication.

-Read and interpret short literary, cultural, and historical texts with greater ease.

-Demonstrate greater language proficiency appropriate for the Intermediate Low and Intermediate Mid levels in conjunction with the ACTFL standards for spoken German.

ASSESSMENT

Participation
During the semester there will be daily in-class exercises which focus on listening, speaking, reading, and writing skills. These skills are part of a framework of exercises that deal with real-life situations and that need to be resolved or addressed. These activities range from the very structured oral and written exercises focusing on discrete grammar, syntactical, and lexical items to brief, open-ended and spontaneous conversations regarding everyday situations and topics in which a task must be undertaken or a cultural topic discussed. You will be evaluated on your abilities to form and use the basic structures and vocabulary of German to communicate with cultural awareness in the German-speaking contexts described. These activities will be performed individually, in pairs, in small or large groups or by the entire class. The criteria for evaluation will be a sliding numerical scale of competencies based on pronunciation, syntax, grammar, vocabulary, fluency, comprehensibility, relevancy, and appropriateness of response or any combination thereof. The ultimate goal of the assessment is to ensure that students are able to communicate as effectively and as successfully as possible and accomplish personal and interpersonal goals.

Homework Assignments
Daily listening, reading and/or writing assignments will be given as homework during the term. These textbook and workbook assignments are designed to complement in-class activities and seek to develop and enhance your abilities to communicate in German in everyday situations for a variety of real-life purposes. Your work will be evaluated based on your written responses and according to your ability carry out the task in an accurate, effective and culturally-appropriate manner.

Quizzes
Several chapter quizzes will be given in class during the semester. They will focus on the your ability to respond in writing to various types of problem-solving exercises dealing with everyday situations and/or current German cultural realities, as well as on course readings and grammatical structures.

Examinations
There will be 4 (four) in-class written examinations during the term, each one

covering the content to date of two chapters each in the two required textbooks for this cours. They will

assess your language skills—listening, speaking, reading, and writing—and the use of the forms,

structures, and vocabulary of German and the practical and cultural themes studied. These examinations

include an analytical / interpretive component in which you must respond in essay-form to

questions about topical themes and readings which were dealt with in the chapter. In addition to written

exams, two oral proficiency interviews are given during the semester. These OPI’s (Oral Proficiency

Interview) simulate the formal ACTFL OPI at the Intermediate levels in that they are a 10-minute

individual  interview with the instructor. The oral interview takes place at mid-term and at the end of the

semester as a separate final exam. Since this is a proficiency “exam”, all linguistic and cultural

knowledge learned thus far is assessed.

Oral Presentations 
You will give 2 (two) short oral presentations during the semester. The purpose of these presentations is

to: measure linguistic competencies and proficiency in a presentational setting, targeting the

Intermediate Low and Intermediate-Mid levels of the ACTFL standards on speaking.  In addition, the oral

presentations should incorporate newly-learned phrases and vocabulary. Selected topics should be

relevant to the goals and content of the course so that the entire class benefits. Possible presentation

topics include:

1) a cultural or historical topic i.e. an author or a historical event that you have researched

2) a personal interpretation of a literary text

3) a creative project for which you have applied appropriate grammatical and cultural knowledge, i.e. you write your own fairytale.

COURSE ASSESSMENT SUMMARY

Attendance  (10%)

This course consists of 2 regular class meetings per week.  Given the goals of the course, it is essential that you attend all classes.  You are allowed 2 unexcused absences with no questions asked. Beginning with the 3rd and each successive unexcused absence, 5% will be deducted from your final grade.  With the 5th unexcused absence you will receive an automatic E for the course. Excused absences include: documented illness, death in the immediate family, participation in a university-sponsored  event, etc. If you know in advance that you will miss a class please notify me via email or telephone during office hours.

Participation (15%)

Learning a foreign language well requires continuous and consistent preparation. Active participation is a vital component. Expect to interact and participate on a regular basis. You will earn from 0 to 10 participation points each day.

Homework (15%)

You are responsible for the homework assigned regardless of whether you are in class. Late homework will be accepted for credit only in the instance of an excused absence or otherwise according to my discretion. It is important that homework is completed for the assigned date, and that you come to class prepared for the lesson. Homework assignments include regular chapter readings in M-M and GiR, along with occasional written postings to the Webcaucus.

WEBCAUCUS: <http://webcaucus.emich.edu> will be used in this course to update you on daily assignments, guide you in written homework assignments, offer questions for discussion, and to provide links to German language websites which are useful in this course. Reports (15%)

You will give (2) two short reports (5-7 minutes each) based on readings and your selection of topics from the list of possible themes. These are to be delivered in front of the class. You may use notes as a guide, but the reports may not be read aloud! Good delivery requires practice!

Quizzes (10%)

Shall be given announced or unannounced and there will be no more than 10 throughout the semester. There are no make-ups for quizzes. The lowest quiz grade will automatically be dropped. 

Chapter Tests (20%)

Will comprise Chapter Tests from M-M and GiR as well as the Oral Mid-term. Tests can be made up only in the case of a documented, excused absence. Please do not assume that if you are absent on the day of an exam that you will automatically be able to make up a scheduled test. I would need to see documentation for the absence for a make-up.

*ACTFL Guidelines: Speaking--Intermediate

General Description

The Intermediate level is characterized by the speaker's ability to:

- create with the language by combining and recombining learned elements, though primarily in a 

reactive mode

- initiate, minimally sustain, and close in a simple way basic communicative tasks

- ask and answer questions.

Intermediate-Low

Able to handle successfully a limited number of interactive, task-oriented, and social situations. Can ask and answer questions, initiate and respond to simple statements, and maintain face-to-face conversation, although in a highly restricted manner and with much linguistic inaccuracy. Within these limitations, can perform such tasks as introducing self, ordering a meal, asking directions, and making purchases. Vocabulary is adequate to express only the most elementary needs. Strong interference from native language may occur. Misunderstandings frequently arise, but with repetition, the Intermediate-Low speaker can generally be understood by sympathetic interlocutors.

Intermediate-Mid

Able to handle successfully a variety of uncomplicated, basic, and communicative tasks and social situations. Can talk simply about self and family members. Can ask and answer questions and participate in simple conversations on topics beyond the most immediate needs; e.g., personal history and leisure time activities. Utterance length increases slightly, but speech may continue to be characterized by frequent long pauses, since the smooth incorporation of even basic conversational strategies is often hindered as the speaker struggles to create appropriate language forms. Pronunciation may continue to be strongly influenced by first language and fluency may still be strained. Although misunderstandings still arise, the Intermediate-Mid speaker can generally be understood by sympathetic interlocutors.

Intermediate-High

Able to handle successfully most uncomplicated communicative tasks and social situations. Can initiate, sustain, and close a general conversation with a number of strategies appropriate to a range of circumstances and topics, but errors are evident. Limited vocabulary still necessitates hesitation and may bring about slightly unexpected circumlocution. There is emerging evidence of connected discourse, particularly for simple narration and/or description. The Intermediate-High speaker can generally be understood even by interlocutors not accustomed to dealing with speakers at this level, but repetition may still be required.
