Outlines & Goals: This course covers Lesson 13 to 16 of the textbook.  Although all four language skills (i.e., listening, speaking, reading and writing) will be developed during the     course, special emphasis will be placed on oral communication.  In each lesson, students are introduced to various expressions through everyday-life situations in Japan.  Active use of Japanese is strongly encouraged in the classes. Upon successful completion of this course, you should be able to:

1. express the ability to do something,

2. describe imminent events,

3. describe the frequency of events,

4. express tentative actions/trying something out,

5. open/close a bank account,

6. express your desire,

7. use counters to count various objects in Japanese,

8. express the idea of possibility,

9. express the transaction of things,

10. report lost/forgotten items,

11. describe things with qualifiers,

12. describe actions performed in preparation for something,

13. suggest plans using less formal expressions,

14. check in/out of a hotel,

15. describe giving & receiving of services,

16. express requests in different degrees of politeness,

17. express what you hope for,

18. apologize with reasons,

19. describe events with time clauses,

20. read & write about 210 Kanji (including the Kanji up to JPNE 211, 64 new Kanji will be introduced in this course).

Expectations: LISTEN & REPEAT THE CD

(1) Preview the section of the lesson: The grammar instruction is conducted by using Japanese mainly; therefore reading the textbook in advance is strongly recommended;

(2) Listen to the CD on a regular basis;

(3) Practice/memorize vocabulary and the dialogue assigned for that day;

(4) Show us what you know about Japanese in class (grammar); and

(5) Show us what you CAN DO in Japanese in class by means of responding to the instructor’s questions (drill practice) and interacting with your classmates in Japanese in role-playing.

Making up missed classes:  If you know when you will be absent, we would appreciate it if you could tell us in advance.  Students who have missed classes must contact the instructor immediately and inform the instructor for the reason of your absence.  If your absence is due to official business or doctor’s appointment, which is supported by other professors, coaches, departments, companies, government officials, or doctor’s notes/memos, please submit a signed letter to Fujiwara sensei as soon as possible.  Without a legitimate reason and the signed letter, no special individual make-up sessions or tests will be offered outside our office hours.  You are responsible for making the necessary arrangements with your instructor.  If you miss any tests, including oral assessments, you need to contact the instructor and make an appointment to take the test within one week.  Otherwise your grade will be severely affected.  

* Your 3 lowest vocabulary quiz (ONLY VOCABULARY QUIZ) scores will be discarded from our database to allow you to miss maximum of 3 days during the semester without affecting your grade.   
* You have to make an appointment to take any tests you have missed.   Even if you visit our office during “office hours”, we won’t allow you to make up the tests you have missed without an appointment.
Submitting Your Homework: 
Please submit your homework on the due date by placing it on the instructor’s desk in the classroom before the class starts. We understand, however, you may forget to bring your homework sometimes. In such a case, please submit it in the instructor’s mailbox in the main office (219 Alexander Music Building) by 4 pm on the due date. There will be a 10% penalty after 4 pm on the due date, 20% on the next day, 30% on the third day, and so on, up to a 100 % penalty.  After receiving 100 % penalty, the assignment won’t receive any grade even if you submit it.  However, your instructor will correct it for you.

Your Computer and the Japanese Font System:  

Students are required to install the Japanese font pack to their computer and must be able to type in Japanese.  The instructors will frequently send important handouts and homework assignments during the semester.  Please make sure that you will be able to read those documents, which are written in Japanese, on your computer.

To International Students:


F and J visa students have 10 days to report any:
