This course is offered only winter semester and required for both Japanese minor students and Japanese major students: Japanese language and culture major, Japanese and International Trade major, and Japanese teacher certification major.

Objectives:

This course is the first of a three-semester sequence designed to expand upon the study of the Japanese business language and culture.  This course introduces the historical background of Japanese economic growth and the economic situations, and aims at expanding Japanese language proficiency in various business settings. As in the case of other Japanese courses, this course will incorporate Japanese National Standards where communication, culture, connection, comparison and community elements are emphasized.


Goals: 


1. To gain knowledge of basic Japanese Business culture;

2. To gain general knowledge about Japanese business operations;

3. To gain knowledge of Business vocabulary;

4. To review basic grammatical knowledge and apply it in various business situations;

5. To be able to communicate appropriately in business situations;

6. To enhance general Japanese language proficiency;

7. To learn how to be an independent learner—utilize your professor as a resource person; and

8. To develop presentational skills.

Expected Outcomes: 

By the end of this course, students will be able to perform the following in Japanese.

Introduce yourself in both formal and informal business settings.

Ask/answer about Japanese expressions and Kanji characters.


3.
Give/receive requests.


4.
Politely decline propositions and invitations.


5.
Ask/give directions.


6.
Interact appropriately in various situations (e.g., transfer with promotion and funeral.)


7.
Make/receive telephone calls in business settings, and. 


8.
Gain basic knowledge about bringing products to Japanese market.

Historical background of Japanese economy between 1945 and 2000.


10.Basic knowledge about how to bring products to Japanese market.

Expectations and procedures:

For the first day of a particular lesson, please preview the lesson(s) that will be covered by listening to the tape and going over the vocabulary items. In class we will practice the dialogs/scenarios in the book and go over the grammatical materials. 
1. You will be viewing various videos that describe Business situations in Japan and the United States.  You are to write and submit your reflection paper either in
Japanese.

2. Review test will be given after every two lessons (3 times) and after lesson 7.  The final examination will cover lessons 1-7.  Please go over the review tests to prepare for the final exam.

3. Due to the time constraint, you will take the written and the oral tests on the same day.  You will sign up for the oral test.  You will temporarily leave the classroom where you will be taking the written test to take the oral test in my office. 

4. Regarding homework assignments, although you need to do all the sections, you do not need to do all of the items in each section.  Please select either odd or even numbered items.  

About the Group Presentation: 

Conduct one presentation in Japanese.  It should be of at least 7 minutes on a subject of your group choice.  Your group has to receive permission from your instructor regarding the topic of your group presentation at least three weeks prior to your presentation.  And also, you are to submit the written text of the presentation at least one week prior to your presentation.   The performance of your group will be videotaped. Both the text and the performance will be evaluated.  Evaluation criteria for the presentation are as follows: (by the instructor and your classmates)
Japanese Text: 30%（正確さ20%語彙20%文型20%分かり易さ20%全体の印象20%）



Presentation:   70%   (分かり易さ20%正確さ20% 流暢さ20% 参加／努力20%)
And also, people in a group are evaluated one another in terms of the participation effort during the preparation of work for the presentation.

正確さ（せいかくさ）：structural accuracy

語彙（ごい）：vocabulary/word usage/word choice etc.

文型（ぶんけい）：structures/use of appropriate level of grammar

分かり易さ（わかりやすさ）：intelligibility/clarity of the content

全体の印象（ぜんたいのいんしょう）：overall impression/richness of the content

流暢さ（りゅうちょうさ）：pronunciation in word level/fluency in sentence level

参加／努力（さんか／どりょく）：participation effort during the work process

Your Computer and the Japanese Font System:  

Students are required to install the Japanese font pack to their computer and must be able to type in Japanese.  The instructors will frequently send important handouts and homework assignments during the semester.  Please make sure that you will be able to read those documents, which are written in Japanese, on your computer.
