Goals of the course:

The main objective of this course is to develop the intermediate level of Japanese language proficiency in four skills and grammar using three modes of communication: interpersonal, interpretive and presentational.  Classroom instruction will focus on how to get in, go through, and get out of various situations with cultural appropriateness.  Teaching of the Japanese culture will incorporate perspectives, products and practices, with ample opportunities for students to compare and contrast with their own language and culture.  
Proficiency Goal:

The proficiency level goal is Intermediate-Mid using the ACTFL Oral Proficiency Interview Scale at the end of the academic year (i.e., after successfully completing JPNE 444).

Functional Goals:  We cover L17 ~ L20 of Genki II.
The functional goals for this semester include:

(1) Differentiating and manipulating between formal and informal speech styles;

(2) Reporting/describing using hearsay expressions and expressions of uncertainty;

(3) Communicating with a hair stylist at a barber or a beauty salon;

(4) Describing both intentional and unintentional actions;

(5) Expressing cause-and-effect situations;

(6) Expressing gratitude, relief, and assumptions; 

(7) Expressing regrets for not acting certain ways;

(8) Successfully executing the “Visiting Someone’s House” routine;

(9) Attempting to manipulate levels of speech using informal, formal, honorific, humble and 

      extra-modest expressions;

(10) Giving/receiving respectful advices;

(11) With 62 additional Kanji characters, reading and interpreting different genre of materials  

        including postcards, letters, 4-koma manga and rakugo (funny stories).

Expectations & Classroom Procedure: 

As you already know, learning a foreign language requires steady study habit.  Unlike the first two years, we only meet twice a week in class.  The instructor expect students to study at least one hour EVERY DAY.  We will spend only six days per lesson.  You are expected to listen to the CD EVERY DAY.  Please preview each grammar point by yourself and think of questions to ask in class.  Actively participate in classroom activities (especially during drill practice and oral application & utilization), and be considerate to your classmates and cooperate with them.
Make-up Policy:

If you know when you will be absent, we would appreciate it if you could tell us in advance.  Students who have missed classes must contact the instructor immediately and inform the instructor for the reason of your absence.  Without a legitimate reason, no special individual make-up sessions or tests will be offered outside our office hours.  If your absence is due to official business, which is supported by other professors, coaches, departments, companies, or government officials, please submit a signed letter to the instructor as soon as possible.  You are responsible for making the necessary arrangements with your instructor.  If you miss any tests including oral assessments, you need to contact the instructor and make an appointment to take the test within one week.  Otherwise your grade will be severely affected. 
Submitting Assignments: Please submit any homework on the due date.  The instructor will collect the homework assignment in the beginning of the classroom instruction.  Late submission of homework will result in point reduction.  There will be a 10% reduction on the next day of the due date, 20% on the third day, 30% on the forth day, and so on, up to a 100 % penalty.  After receiving 100 % penalty, the assignment won’t receive any grade even if you submit it.  However, your instructor will correct it for you.  You may place your late homework into the envelope located on the door of my office (Alexander 343) when we don’t have class.  Please don’t forget to write the DATE and TIME you submit your late homework if you use the late-homework envelope.
Classroom Manners: Let’s respect each other and follow the university regulations.  
In addition, please DO NOT:
(1) Eat or drink during classroom instruction;

(2) Chew gum during classroom instruction;
(3) Leave classroom without consulting your instructor;

(4) Use a ballpoint pen for quizzes, exams, and homework (unless it is completely erasable);
(5) Talk in English during classroom instruction unless instructed to do so; and
(6) Sit with your legs crossed (which is considered BAD MANNERS in the classroom situation as well as business situation.)

(7) Please take off your hats/caps in the classroom (unless you have a medical or a religious reason to keep them on).
Class Cancellation: In case of sever weather conditions such as an ice storm and a snowstorm, classes maybe cancelled. In such a case, please consider that the classroom instruction scheduled for that day is done and study by yourself at home. The instructor will go over the missed part with you later. If a quiz or a test is schedule on that day, it will be given to you in the next class. If you have any questions, please contact the instructor via email.
