Course Description: This course is designed to increase students’ strategic reading skills in comprehending different kinds of authentic American English texts.

Objectives: Each student will gain the ability to:

1. Read authentic texts with adequate comprehension.
2. Employ reading strategies to enhance their comprehension of difficult texts.
3. Employ vocabulary-learning strategies to comprehend, remember, and    
               appropriately use new words encountered in texts.
4. Demonstrate their comprehension of authentic texts through:
· Identifying main ideas and supporting details
· Summarizing the most important information in a text
· Posing critical questions about the material covered in the texts

Attendance Policy: Class attendance is very important. It is expected that you attend class every day. Students who are not present when attendance is taken will be marked absent for that day.
