Texts and Materials:

1.  Targeting Pronunciation: Communicating Clearly in English, Second Edition by Sue Miller.  Audiocassettes or CD’s with text.  
2.  Two standard cassette tapes to record assignments (Or you may submit oral assignments as digital files by email).

Course Description: This course will cover segmental and suprasegmental aspects of pronunciation for the purpose of reducing pronunciation problems for better comprehensibility.  Students will learn “self-monitoring” skills in order to recognize and correct those aspects of pronunciation that hinder overall comprehensibility as well as “listenability,” through listening, analyzing, repeating, and correcting both recorded examples and their own production.  Students will focus on consonant and vowel sounds, and will be able to discriminate and produce these sounds.  Students will learn to recognize, analyze, and apply patterns of stress, sentence stress, linking, thought groups, and intonation through both controlled and spontaneous production.

Course Objectives:

Each student will:

1) Improve speaking and conversation skills for both academic and social situations through 

    group, pair, and individual work 

2) Improve listening comprehension and develop note-taking skills for academic purposes 

Attendance Policy: Class attendance is very important. It is expected that you attend class every day. Students who are not present when attendance is taken will be marked absent for that day.
