Course Description: This course focuses on the knowledge and skills required to produce grammatically accurate coherent texts in extended academic oral and written discourse. Students will practice less frequent verb tenses, verb tense sequencing, modifications to adjective and adverb clauses, and multiple forms of clauses in various complex sentences. 
Objectives: Each student will gain the ability to:

· Understand the connection between basic grammar and complex grammar

· Identify advanced structures of grammar

· Use complex grammatical structures with accuracy in written and spoken assignments

· Develop strategies to self-correct grammatical errors
