· Students who live outside the U.S. must have a student visa (F1 or J1).

· Students must enroll in 18 credit hours per week for the fall and winter semesters.

· Student must enroll in 9 credit hours per week for the spring and summer semesters.

· Students do not need to submit an English placement test (TOEFL, Melab, IELTS).

· ESL Placement test will be administered upon arrival.
