


biology, mathematics or history that they want to study. Others are
undecided or change their minds asthey develop new interestsin disci-
plines such as anthropol ogy, area studies, geology, astronomy, art his-
tory, linguistics and philosophy that generdly are not in the K—12 cur-
riculum. The College Advising Office aswell asfaculty advisersin
departments are able to work with studentsto help clarify individual
learning and career goals. The College of Arts and Sciencesisan ex-
cellent place for personal growth and career exploration.

Regardless of field, al the arts and sciences have common
learning objectives which are of valuein virtualy any career. They
stress the analysis of complex issues, the development of focused
research questions, the finding and synthesis of information and co-
gent expression. A number of studies of U.S. corporations and other
ingtitutions have shown that liberal arts majors are disproportionately
successful and tend to dominate leadership positions. Thisis attrib-
uted to their ability to think broadly and clearly and not simply
within the parameters of atechnical speciaization.

Many liberd arts graduates go directly into the workforce as well-
educated generdists. Others pursue a Bachelor’s degree preparatory to
advanced graduate studiesin aliberal artsfield at adoctoral institution,
leading to ateaching or research career. Others gain admission to pro-
fessiona schools such aslaw, business and medicine. College of Arts
and Sciences graduates are to be found at some of the leading graduate
schoolsin the nation. For those interested in elementary through high
school teaching, alibera arts major and minor, coupled with profes-
siona preparation at EMU’s College of Education, isacommon route.
Still other undergraduate students are returning to college after an ab-
sence from formal study, and areimproving their subject expertise and
powers of analysiswhile seeking advancement in the workforce. Yet
others are pursuing alifelong interest in a subject for persond enrich-
ment. All find a placein the College.

Students work closely with the College's skillful and experi-
enced teachers and researchers. Students have an opportunity to work
with nationally recognized scholarsin many fields. Over ninety-four
percent of the faculty have doctorates. The college includes within its
ranks editors of scholarly journals, authors of major books published
by leading university presses as well as peer-reviewed articlesin the
best academic journals. Equally impressive is the faculty’s dedication
to teaching. The College has earned more than its share of Distin-
guished Faculty Awards in teaching, research and service.

The College of Arts and Sciences takes special pridein fostering
undergraduate research. The Undergraduate Symposium, soon to
celebrate its twenty-fifth anniversary, is the oldest continuously op-
eration showcase of undergraduate research in the nation. The Col-
lege aso makestravel awards to outstanding undergraduates to assist
in presentations at national conferences. It also sponsors rich co-cur-
ricular activities. Departments characteristically have undergraduate
clubs. The Forensics Team, sponsored by the Department of Commu-
nication and Theatre Arts, and the United Nations Club, sponsored by
the Department of Political Science, and open to all interested stu-
dents, have won national awards.

The College aso recognizes that some students need to make up
educational deficits before performing at their top level. It houses a
Writing Center and a Math Center for those who need assistance.

Students and faculty in the College of Arts and Sciences reflect
the diversity of the world around us. Eastern Michigan University,
which has evolved from aNormal School preparing teachers, pio-
neered in the employment of women in higher education. The College
continues to do so. Today over onethird of its faculty is made up of
women, afigure which has continued to grow over the past 15 years. It
also houses one of the oldest Women's Studies Programsin the nation.
Twelve percent of the Collegeis minorities, and it has awell-estab-
lished African American Studies Department, the oldest in Michigan.
Themgjority of theinternational students attending EMU are enrolled
in College of Arts and Sciences degree programs. Study Abroad pro-
grams and degree programs such as Language and Internationa Trade
also offer students the opportunity to experience other cultures.

Many undergraduate programs are tailored to the time demands
of studentsin today’s busy world. A number of courses are available at
off-campus sites and online. Evening, weekend and summer classesin
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addition to traditional daytime scheduling dso make the College's
undergraduate programs ble, and reflect its commitment to
meeting student’s needs, without sacrificing the quaity of instruction.

Education in the College of Arts and Sciencesisregularly as-
sessed and improved. A new Terrestrial and Aquatic Ecology Re-
search Facility provides a 3,000-square-foot greenhouse and other
updated equipment to support research from molecular to ecosystems
levels of organization. A new Center for Environmenta Information
Technology and Applications (CEITA) isthe primary data warehouse
for environmental information in southeast Michigan, and hasa co-
operation agreement with the Chinese Academy of Science. TheLin-
guistics Program in the Department of English Language and Litera
tureisinternationally recognized as a primary €lectronic repository
for endangered languages and for its cutting-edge work on language
digitization. The newly refurbished Pease Auditorium houses a
world-class organ with 4,373 pipes and has been the scene of major
musical recitals. Each year too, the College appoints a distinguished
scholar, artist or performer to its McAndless Chair in the Arts and
Humanities. Appointments have included novelist, Maxine Hong
Kingston; African-American Historian, Roger Wilkins; literary theo-
rist, Kenneth Burke; Shakespearean actor, Nicholas Pennell; animal
rights philosopher, Tom Regan and Syrian literary critic and feminit,
Bouthaina Shaaban. Each has taught an upper-level or graduate class
intheir field and has interacted extensively with students.

Above all, the College of Arts and Sciences fosters an under-
graduate community in which each student is challenged to do hisor
her best, while providing the support and advice needed to succeed.
Itisthe god of the Arts and Sciences faculty to foster the same en-
thusiasm for learning that drew them into their own respective fields.
More fundamentally the College seeksto develop in all its members
the ability and desire to think critically, act independently and com-
municate effectively, the traditional hallmarks of liberal artslearning.

Baccalaureates

Most students in the college pursue one of the two basic undergradu-
ate degrees, bachelor of science (B.S.) or bachelor of arts (B.A.).
Both degrees require completion of university general education
requirements, amajor and a minor, the two-hour physical education
and health graduation requirement and a minimumtotal of 124 hours.
The bachelor of arts degree includes in that total one year of college
credit in aforeign language. The bachelor of science degree provides
greatest flexibility in selection of the major and minor and in the

use of electives.

Additionaly, the following specialized degrees are offered: bach-
eor of finearts (B.FA.), bachelor of art education (B.A.E.), bachelor
of music education (B.M.E.), bachelor of music-performance (B.Mu.),
and bachelor of music therapy (B.M.T.). These specialized degrees are
described more fully within theindividua departments.

Severd professiond certificate and preprofessional programs
are also available within the college. These programs, described
more fully withinindividual department listings, include: registered
music therapy (RMT); international diplomasin business French and
German; certified actuarial science (CAS); predentd hygiene;
predentistry; prelaw; premedicine and preosteopathic medicine;
premortuary science; prepharmacy; and prereligious careers. Two
other preparatory programs are shared with the College of Technol-
ogy: prearchitecture and preengineering.

The biology major provides a broad foundation in biology, with the
opportunity to specialize in anumber of different areas within
biology: ecology and organismal biology, microbiology, physiology
and cell and molecular biology. It aso provides the necessary back-
ground for students pursuing careersin medicine, veterinary medi-
cine, dentistry and other health-related fields. Students planning to
teach biology at the secondary level should also select the biology
major. The biology major prepares students for job opportunitiesin
private industry, government agencies, academic institutions and in
diverse fields ranging from ecology and environmental biology to
biomedical research and biotechnology. The biology major aso pre-
pares students for graduate work in various specializationsin biology
at major research universities across the country.

The department pridesitself on a student-oriented approach sup-
ported by intense faculty dedication to integration of high-quality in-
struction in the classroom with sophisticated field and laboratory re-
search beyond the classroom. In thisway, the department providesa
comprehensive experience augmenting coursework with practical sci-
entific experiences for students. Opportunitiesin biology are supported
by an array of facilities within the department, including: a Terrestria
and Aquatic Ecology Research Facility (with both greenhouse and
laboratory facilities), aMolecular Biology Research Facility (with a
DNA sequencing laboratory), zoological museums, an herbarium, an
electron microscopy suite and avariety of other specialized research
laboratories. Opportunitiesfor field research are available at the EMU
Loesell Field Laboratory near campus and the Parsons Property in
Traverse City. Field-oriented courses are offered a the EMU Kresge
Environmental Education Center at L apeer, the Conservation Training
Schooal at Higgins Lake, and the Institute for Tropica Marine Ecology
in Dominica. Students interested in off-campus programs are encour-
aged to visit the Biology Department web Site.

The department currently sponsors the Xi Delta chapter of Beta
Beta Beta, the national biological honorary society. All biology ma-
jors and minors are encouraged to participate in its activities. Pre-
professional students are encouraged to join the Organization for Pre-
Professional Students. Internships or co-op positions are available
with outside employers. In addition, faculty members have periodic
openings for undergraduate research assistants through externally
funded grants. The department offers approximately $50,000 in
scholarships and fellowships to students each year. Scholarships for
scholastic excellence are provided by the Mary Goddard, Minnie
Neary, Lettie Marsh, Bert Johnson, Grace Wertenberger and Fred and
Ford Bryan endowments for study in biology. The Meta Hellwig
endowment provides major support of fellowships each year to foster
student research collaboration with faculty, aswell as specia study
scholarships for off-campus learning experiences. In addition, the
department has had the pleasure of offering for more than 15 years an
annual, non-endowed scholarship from the Federated Garden Club of
Michigan. Further information and application criteriafor these
awards can be obtained from the departmental office.

Departmental advising procedures are posted opposite the biol-
ogy office (316 Mark Jefferson), or this office may be contacted for
additiona information.

Special Advising Requirements
Prospective biology majors/minors should declare their
majors/minors through the Academic Advising Center (Pierce Hall)
as soon as possible after their admission to the University.

To graduate with amagjor in biology, the student must meet with
abiology faculty adviser. This meeting must take place as early as
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possible but no later than the end of the sophomore year. All transfer
students must contact a biology faculty adviser during their first se-
mester at EMU.

Students intending to apply to adoctoral medical program
(M.D.,,D.O.,,DV.M,, D.PM.,D.C.,,0.D.,D.D.S) are strongly urged
to attend the annual pre-professional orientation and to meet with the
pre-professiona adviser during their first semester. Students may
declare their interests by including one of the pre-professional pro-
gram codes along with their major and minor.

Biology majors and minors who elect teacher certification must
be admitted into the College of Education.

Biology majors who elect a botany or zoology minor must file
an approved program of required/elective courses for the minor with
their faculty adviser and undergraduate coordinator. Program changes
will require prior written approval of the faculty adviser and under-
graduate coordinator. Minorsin either botany or zoology are not ap-
proved teaching minors for secondary teacher certification.

Conservation and resource use minor electives must be approved
by the advising coordinator. Substitutes on the approved program will
count toward its completion only if gpproved by the coordinator.

Graduate study leads to amaster of science degree in biology
with students choosing a concentration in general biology, ecology
and organismal biology, physiology, molecular and cellular biology
or community college biology teaching.

Biology Maijor (BIO)

Majors should start with BIOL 110 Introductory Biology | followed by
BIOL 120 Introductory Biology 11 in their freshman year. Mgors with-
out high school biology should take BIOL 105 Introductory Biology for
Non-majors before taking BIOL 110. (Although BIOL 105 will not
count toward the biology major, credit earned in this course will count
toward the 124 hours required for graduation.) Chemistry courses
should also be started at the same time as the biology coursesin order
to fulfill the requirements for the 300- and 400-level biology courses.

The core biology lectures and laboratory should be completed
no later than the end of the junior year. Because BIOL301 Geneticsis
apre- or corequisite for both BIOL305 and BIOL 315, it should be
completed as soon as possible to avoid any delay in graduation. The
15 semester hours of electives alow the student to specidlize; courses
should be chosen in consultation with an adviser. Although some
electives can be taken as early as the sophomore year, most will be
taken in the junior and senior years. Students are strongly advised to
elect the remaining core course as one of their electives.

While medical schools do not prescribe a premedical curricu-
lum, they expect athorough understanding of modern conceptsin
biology, chemistry and physics, and al value mathematical compe-
tence, with some specifying a course sequence in mathematics. Most
premedica students, therefore, select amajor in one of these areas,
although thisis not mandatory. Students should earn the bachelor’s
degree prior to admission to medical school.

An important admission requirement for most medical schools,
the Medica College Admission Test (MCAT), isgiven in April and
August in various centers throughout the nation. Thistest should be
taken after prerequisitesin biology, chemistry and physics are com-
pleted, typically during thejunior year.

Each alopathic and osteopathic medical school establishesits
own admission requirements. The course requirements are similar
but differ enough so that students should consult the catalogs of the
schoolsin which they are interested. The latest edition of Medical
School Admission Requirements, available at the reference desk of
Halle library and in the premedicine adviser’s office, should be con-
sulted. Theintroductory chapters of this book should be read by ev-
ery prospective medical student.

If students electing the premedicine sequence are not achiev-
ing at least a2.75 grade point average (overall and in their major),
their chances of acceptance by a medical school are minimal, and
they should plan their programs so that other professional or voca-
tional goals are possible.

The Department of Chemistry offers both professional and general
level programsin chemistry and biochemistry, and a biochemis-
try/toxicology program. The department also administers
preprofessional programs in dentistry, mortuary science and phar-
macy. Although the premedicine program is not administered by the
department, the biochemistry and chemistry curricula provide excel-
lent preparation for acareer in medicine.

Housed in the Mark Jefferson Science Complex, the department
has|aboratories available for al areas of study. Mgjor items of equip-
ment include: research-qudity UV, visible and Fourier-transform IR
spectrophotometers; gas and high-performance liquid chromatographs;
preparative ultracentrifuge; fluorometers; a gas chromatograph-mass
spectrometer; atitration microcaorimeter; a PCR thermacycler; and a
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DNA sequencer. The department also has a Bruker 250 MHz super-
conducting nuclear magnetic resonance (NMR) spectrometer. In addi-
tion, acomputer laboratory and specidized facilities and equipment for
radiochemistry and cell culture are available.

The Department of Chemistry offers Honors Chemistry and
Saciety, Honors General Chemistry | and 11, Honors Quantitative
Analysis and Honors Organic Chemistry Laboratory. Eligibility for
these courses is based on admission to the University’s Honors Pro-
gram, or the student’sinterest and performance in previous chemistry
courses. Prospective candidates are selected by instructors and the
Chemistry Honors Coordination, or students may apply to the Hon-
ors Coordination for permission to enroll in an honors course.

The department also offers graduate study |eading to the
master’s degree in chemistry. The M.S. degree program is described
in the graduate catalog.

Accreditation: The professiona chemistry curriculum (with an
appropriate selection of electives) is certified by the American
Chemica Society.

Advising for students desiring to pursue a program in chemistry
is available through either the undergraduate advising coordinator, an
adviser identified on the adviser list in the Department of Chemistry
office or an area advising coordinator. A handbook for undergraduate
chemistry studentsis available in the department office.

Professional Chemistry Curriculum (CHMP)

This curriculum provides the necessary background for those plan-
ning to become professional chemists. With appropriate electives, it
meets the requirements established by the American Chemical Soci-
ety. Students successfully completing the curriculum are prepared to
enter technical positionsin industrial and governmental research, or
to undertake graduate study in chemistry. The program includes a
group minor composed of the required courses in mathematics and
physics. No other minor is needed to meet graduation requirements.

For students planning graduate study in chemistry (especialy
organic chemistry), 10 hours or an equivalent reading knowledge of a
foreign language, preferably German, are recommended.

Pre-Professional Programs

Pre-Dentistry (PDEN)

Most students select either achemistry major and biology minor or a
biology magjor and chemistry minor as preparation for admission to
dental school. The exact requirements for a particular dental school can
be found in the publication Admission Requirements of U.S and Cana-
dian Dental Schools, available in the office of the predentistry adviser.

The majority of predental students complete four years of un-
dergraduate work, earning a B.S. degree. Since admission to dental
school isvery competitive, it is recommended that alternative career
plans be apart of every predental student’s program.

Students seeking admission to dental school take the Dental
Aptitude Test, usudly late in the junior year or early in the senior
year. Application is generally made between August and December
for the class beginning the following fall. Virtually al dental schools
require the use of a central agency, the American Association of Den-
tal SchoolsApplication Service, when applying for admission.

The Department of Communication and Theatre Arts provides stu-
dents with communication and performance skills fundamental to
careersin broadcasting, theatre, teaching, public relations, sales and
such related professions aslaw and the ministry. Communication
theory and practice are explored in various course offerings in inter-
personal, small group, organizational and public communication.

Arts Management Major (ARTM)

The arts management curriculum provides career training and practi-
cal experience for those with a passion for the arts and whose talents
areinthefield of administration and/or marketing. The arts manager
not only must develop avariety of management skills but also must
maintain a high degree of sengitivity to aesthetics.

Students are provided a broad background in al of the arts with
an opportunity to study a specific art in more depth. Additionaly,
each student gains vital practical experience working in the arts dur-
ing internships on the University campus and in an approved off-
campus professional arts organization.

Training in the arts is combined with the development of skills
in accounting, advertising, personnel management, labor relations
and various other areas of business through a program of study that
includes management and marketing. Graduates are equipped to
enter the arts management field or to pursue further study in arts
administration.

Because the arts management field is relatively new and rapidly
changing, it is advantageous for the student to maintain regular con-
tact with an adviser during their entire program to avoid unnecessary
difficulties before and after completion of the program.

The Department of Foreign Languages and Bilingual Studies offersa
variety of traditional and innovative majors and minorsin French,
German, Japanese, Spanish and English as a second language; ami-
nor in classica studies, agroup minor in bilingual-bicultural teacher
education leading to either elementary or secondary certification; a
group minor in teaching English to speakers of other languages; a
group magjor in language and international trade; and ajoint degree
program (B.A./B.B.A.) in language and world business.

Studentsin the language and international trade program with
concentrations in business French, German and Spanish are eligible
to take examinations administered by Eastern Michigan University
leading to certification in their fields.

A placement test is given at the beginning of the fall and winter
terms, and isrequired of all students of foreign language unless they
aretaking their first course in aforeign language or have completed
their last course in that language at EMU. It is @ so recommended for
students whose last course in alanguage was completed more than
oneyear previoudly. Further details on testing are availablein the
department office. Students should consult advising coordinators for
interpreting test results and creating a schedule.

Any course for which a student registers prior to recelving
placement test results will be considered provisiona. The Depart-
ment of Foreign Languages and Bilingual Studies will assist students
to change their registration to the appropriate course, when necessary,
without incurring financial pendlties.

Listed below are approximate guidelines for preliminary regis-
tration. They do not consider important factors such as actual grades
received, academic standards, amount of time elapsed since complet-
ing the course, €tc.:

« oneto two years of high school would probably placein 121.

« three years of high school would probably placein 122.

 more than three years of high school would probably placein
221 (except in Spanish) and/or 233. In Spanish, most would
probably placein 201.

« For every year €lapsed between the present and the last com-
pleted course in your foreign language, go down one level (e.g.
from 200 to 100, etc.).

Students placing at the 100- or 200-level may need up to 16
additional hours of language study before beginning courses required
for amajor in foreign language.

Department Residency Requirements:
1. Residency, for the purposes of this section, means registering
for, attending and successfully completing the required courses.
2. Major or minor in language, business language, literature or
culture (not Language and International Trade):

Department residency requirements are that mgjorsin a
foreign language must complete at EMU 12 credit hours
consisting of the appropriate courses at the 300- or 400-
level for the major chosen.

Oral proficiency interview requirement:

English asa Second L anguage

English as a second language (ESLN) courses are taught in the De-
partment of Foreign Languages and Bilingual Studies. These courses
carry academic credit and 500-level ESLN courses are caculated
into the total GPA.

Admission statusis based on the first English proficiency score
that students send to the University. If alater test resultsin ahigher
score, it also should be sent to the Admissions Office. All scores must
arrive two weeks before the first day of the term.

Students admitted with an official (not ingtitutional) score of 80
or above on the Michigan English Language Assessment Battery
(MELAB) or of 550/213 (paper/computer) or above on the Test of
English as a Foreign Language (TOEFL) will not be required to take
any ESLN courses. Seethe Admissions web site for minimum score
updates. Students admitted with scores of less than 80 or 550/213
(paper/computer) are required to take the departmental placement test
before registering. Depending upon test results, students will be
placed in either part-time or full-time ESL (two, three, four or five
courses of ESLN) during their first semester. Part-time ESL students
may be allowed to register for other University classes. Students
placing in full-time ESL may not take any other University courses
until alater semester. Some students may require two consecutive
semesters of full-time ESL before they can register in other courses.

Once placed in ESLN courses, students must complete each
course with agrade of C or better in order to move on to the next-
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highest level the following semester. Students must immediately re-
peat dl ESLN coursesin which they receive a C- or below. Students
starting below the 500-level must continue to enroll in ESLN courses
until they complete the required ESL sequence. When students have
successfully completed their required ESL sequence, their admission
status is changed from conditional to regular.

Failureto enroll in the required ESLN courses during the first
semester, and any required subsequent semesters, will result in the
cancellation of University enrollment and a possible loss of tuition
for that semester.

Regular University academic probation and dismissal policies
apply to students enrolled in ESLN.

Among the programs listed below, the Department of
Geography and Geology collaborates with other departments on the
area studies, language and international trade, public administration,
travel and tourism and urban and regiona planning programs. The
department also provides teacher preparation coursesto serve pre-
service teachers.

Department faculty regularly participate in the University Hon-
ors Program. Department students often contribute original work to
the Undergraduate Symposium. The Geographical Bulletin, the jour-
nal associated with Gamma Theta Upsilon (national professional
geography organization) is edited in the department.

Four student groups are associated with geography and geology:
the Geo Club, Preservation Eastern, the Planning Awareness Club of
Eastern (PLACE) and the Travel and Tourism Student Association.

Earth Science Major (ESC)

The earth science mgjor is designed for those interested in pursuing a
career as an earth science technician or interested in combining a
background in earth science with other fields, including surveying
and spatia analysis or even journalism and law. Students pursuing
careers as professiond earth scientists or considering graduate stud-
iesin this area should follow the Geology Major Professional Con-
centration and carefully select elective courses within that program,
in consultation with an adviser, to provide complimentary training in
either the atmosphere, hydrosphere, or biosphere, or some combina-
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tion thereof, depending on the student’s specific area of interest. Nu-
merous minors compliment the earth science major. These include,
but are not limited to, the following: coastal environments, environ-
mental analysis, chemistry, biology, physics, and math.

Geography Major — Tourism Geography
Concentration (GEOG TOUR)

A geographic approach to tourism represents a distinctly different em-
phasisfrom the traditiona business approach to the travel industry. The
traditional business approach to travel necessarily seesan industry that
must be efficiently managed for maximum sustainability of profit. The
tourism geography approach, by contrast, focuses upon the physical
and human geographic setting of the tourism experience. In addition, it
focuses upon the intimate connection of the “internal” tourist experi-
ence with the “external” geography of the destination.

The tourism geography specidist asks, “ Specifically, what geo-
graphic images and expectations might the tourist carry internaly, im-
ages and expectations that will color their transactions with the physi-
cd setting and culture of that destination? Further, what planning and
presentationa meanswill most successfully allow the tourist to fully
experience and remember the destination’s unique geography ?’

Thistourism geography approach represents an excellent example
of applied human geography. Upon completion of the concentration,
students will be well prepared as tourism geography specialists.

Cartography and Remote Sensing Minor (CRS)

Cartography (map-making) is an ancient science designed to depict
the earth’s features and human activities. Today maps are made with
severa significant functionsin mind to understand spatial phenom-
ena, to store information, and to analyze area relationships.

Remote sensing uses space-age technology to sense, record and
transmit information about the biosphere and atmosphere. Satellite
imagery is an important element in collecting remote sensing data.
Remote sensing information is often used in constructing modern
maps, whether by hand or through the use of computer mapping and
geographic information systems software.

The goa of the minor isto provide an employment track for
undergraduates to entry-level positions as cartographers and remote
sensing technicians. The minor provides balanced training between
traditional cartographic work and computer maps. Emphasisison
map properties, spatia concepts, mapping techniques, drafting skills,
graphic storage and display of data. A strongly recommended aspect
of thistraining is the internship or cooperative education experience
at nearby private and public agencies.

Applied Music
The bachelor’s degrees require varying credit hours of work on the
principal applied music instrument as indicated in the course require-
ment listings for each curriculum and major. Students may be admit-
ted to the 100-level applied music at different degrees of compe-
tency; therefore, some students may require more time to achieve the
proficiency needed for admission to 300-level applied music. Permis-
sion to advance to 300-level applied music is given by the faculty
jury with the permission of the teacher.

Students who do not qualify by audition for admission to acur-
riculum in music may, at the discretion of the department, be as-
signed preparatory work until ready for University-level applied mu-
sic study. It should be understood that delayed admission as a depart-
mental major may extend the time normally required to satisfy
graduation requirements.

Transfer students may be granted credit for applied music study
accomplished at another ingtitution or with arecognized private
teacher. Eligibility for credit will be determined by audition. A course
of study designed to satisfy Department of Music graduation require-
ments will be recommended at that time.



Applied Music Fees
Feesare charged for gpplied music according to the following schedule:

Music majors: $60 per semester (maximum) for al instruction.
Music minorsand other University students: $60 per semes-
ter for atwo credit applied music, $30 per semester for one
credit applied music ($60 maximum per semester).

Recitals

Student recitals are a participatory expectation of al applied music
students. These performances may take place in studio classes, infor-
mal departmental recitals or in public recitals, where required.

A senior recital to fulfill requirements of graduation must be
prepared and approved by an appropriate faculty committee. Cham-
ber music may beincluded on the programs. In such an event, the
recitalist must have a principa solo rolein the music performed. Ad-
ditional approval of senior recital programsfor public performance
will rest with the committee’s recommendation.

All public recitals are subject to prior review and approva by a
faculty committee.

Recital-Attendance Requirement

Each undergraduate music major must attend atotal of 80 recitals/
concerts (events) during their time of undergraduate study; they will
receive credit for no more than 25 events per academic year. Students
who fail to meet this requirement will not be permitted to graduate.
The number of events that transfer students and students seeking a
second baccal aureate degree must attend will be pro-rated, based on
the number of semesters of work remaining at the time of their ma-
triculation. Normally each semester the student will attend at least 10
musical events, of which five are usually the Department of Music
recitals that take place each Tues. at 11 am. Recitd attendance credit
will be received for attendance at any Department of Music event for
which recital attendance cards are distributed and collected. Students
must be present for an entire event to receive credit. Late-comers will
not be given acard. The cards are collected at the end of the pro-
gram. A student who is performing in an event may receive recital
attendance credit for that event if the student performsin less than 50
percent of the event. Attendance at many non-departmental musical
events may be credited toward the recital-attendance requirement. To
obtain credit for a non-departmental event, please bring aticket stub
and program to the music office. The head of the Department of Mu-
sic will determine whether or not the event qualifies for recital credit.

The music therapy post-bacca aureate certificate program isfor stu-
dents with amusic degree from a National Association of Schools of

Students
must be admitted into the music therapy post-baccal aureate certificate
program before enralling in required course work. Requirements for
admission into this certificate program include the following:

a) Submission of the completed application, non-refundable appli-
cation fee and al official undergraduate and graduate transcripts
to undergraduate admissions in the Office of Admissions.

b) The earned equivalent of aU.S. bachelor’s degree in music
from an accredited college or university.

¢) A personal interview with the coordinator of music therapy is
required. Thisinterview will explore the applicant’s (1) interest
in and general knowledge of music therapy, (2) music skills, and
(3) personal potential for being a successful music therapist.

d) Applicants whose native language is not English must demon-
strate English language proficiency.

Certificate Requirements
The post-baccal aureate music therapy equivalency certificate pro-
gram must consist of all music therapy courses required for the bach-
elor of music therapy degree.
Coursesin the sciences and in other areas to meet the American
Music Therapy Association’s educational standards are required.
Students must successfully demonstrate the EMU Music
Therapy Competenciesin guitar, piano and voice before being eli-
gible to enter the required clinical training (internship). Copies of the
criteriafor the competencies can be obtained from the Coordinator of
Music Therapy.
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
