Based on their region, some member food banks have supporting distribution warehouses. The member food

banks and their supporting warehouses are able to take large donations of food. The local emergency food

providers (agencies such as soup kitchens, food pantries and shelters) then “shop” the regional food bank or
COUNCIL OF MICHIGAN warehouse to acquire food to meet the needs for their own community programs and services.
